Northern Virginia is located in the northeastern corner of Virginia, just west of the Potomac River and
Washington, D.C. Consisting of 1,312 square miles, Northern Virginia is the most densely populated
region in Virginia.

The area is known as a major center for U.S. and foreign corporate headquarters, technical and
professional service firms, and trade and professional organizations. A highly skilled and educated
labor force, coupled with a well-integrated transportation network, including access to three major
airports, helps position the region for continued business expansion.

The city of Fairfax is 106 miles north of Richmond, the state capital; 192 miles north of Norfolk; and
49 miles southwest of Baltimore.

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GOVERNMENT

Northern Virginia includes Loudoun, Prince William, Arlington, and Fairfax Counties and the cities
of Alexandria, Fairfax, Falls Church, Manassas, and Manassas Park.

All counties have a board of supervisors and a county administrator or county executive. Each city
has a city council and city manager.

All localities have comprehensive plans and subdivision and zoning ordinances.

There are 14 incorporated towns in Northern Virginia.

TAXES

Localities in Virginia collect a 1% sales tax. They do not tax other items taxed at the State level.

Counties and cities in Virginia are separate taxing entities. Therefore, a company pays taxes to either
a county or to a city.

If a company is located in a town, it pays town and county taxes except for utility taxes which are
paid only to the town and the license tax which is paid only to the town unless town law permits the
additional collection of a county tax.

Manufacturers pay real estate, machinery and tools, truck and automobile, utility, and sales taxes.

Nonmanufacturers pay real estate, tangible personal property, truck and automobile, utility, and sales
taxes. They also may pay either a merchants' capital or a license tax.

COMMUNITY FACILITIES

Northern Virginia residents have access to outstanding health care throughout the region. Fairfax
Hospital, in Annandale, is the heart of the region’s hospital system. The 656-bed facility is a regional
referral center containing a Level-One Trauma Center, women’s and children's center, and the
regions only pediatric intensive care unit. Three other hospitals are located in Fairfax County. Two
hospitals are located in both Arlington County and Prince William County, and additional facilities
are found in Alexandria and Loudoun County. Alexandria Hospital is one of the largest health care
providers in Northern Virginia. This 363-bed facility cares for over 50,000 patients yearly.

Approximately 1,850 physicians and 485 dentists practice in Northern Virginia.

first canal system. The 17,000-acre Prince William National Forest provides year-round hiking,
camping, and picnicking. The Northern Virginia Regional Park Authority operates 15 park facilities
in Northern Virginia. These facilities include hiking trails, boating, fishing, swimming, picnic areas
and golf courses. County and town parks also provide numerous ball fields, playgrounds, tennis courts
and picnic sites.

Water and outdoor sportsmen will find Northern Virginia attractive. There are seven private and 11
public golf courses in Northern Virginia. Public and private marinas are located along the Potomac
and Occoquan River shorelines. Numerous lakes and rivers boast an abundance of freshwater fish.
Hunting for deer, wild turkey, and other small game is enjoyed in season.

Professional sports are popular in the area. Prince William County is home to professional baseball.
The Prince William Cannons, Class A farm team of the St. Louis Cardinals, play at the County
Recreational Complex. The Washington Redskins, Washington Wizards, Washington Capitols, and
the Baltimore Orioles in football, basketball, ice hockey, and baseball represent the Metropolitan
Area, respectively. Professional golf and tennis tournaments are also scheduled in the region.
Collegiate basketball at George Mason University and nearby Georgetown University is also popular.

Periodic local festivals in Northern Virginia add flavor to the life style of the area. Alexandria is the
site of several well-known festivals. The Red Cross Waterfront Festival in June celebrates the city's
importance as a seaport and includes boat races, ship tours, art shows, musical entertainment, and
food booths. The Virginia Scottish Games in July celebrate the city's Scottish heritage and highlight
kilted bagpipers and Highland dancing. The green hills and open countryside of Loudoun County
provide an excellent setting for numerous equestrian events.
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
